


Cabernet Predominant

Sassicaia 2000, Bolgheri, Tuscany, Italy $440.00
The first Super Tuscan. This great Cabernet allies a dense core of pure, ripe black currant fruit flavours and aromas with
smoky notes of cedar, tobacco and vanilla to a refined supporting acidity and a sleek, finely integrated tannic structure.

Ornellaia 2004, Bolgheri, Tuscany, Italy $500.00
60% Cabernet Sauvignon, 25% Merlot, 12% Cabernet Franc and 3% Petit Verdot. Very complex and elegant wine,
which is perfectly balanced without being too heavy, too fruity or oaky. Savoury palate, salty and responsive. Pulp
and charming, definition and importance. One of the best Ornellaia wines of all.

Chateau Mouton Rothschild 2002, Paulliac, Bordeaux, France $800.00
Quite simply magnificent. A dense Mouton, instantly vibrant and full of class, concentrated, direct, nothing fancy,
with forward, firm, square tannins, warmth and length.

Merlot Predominant

Ornellaia Masseto 2005, Bolgheri, Tuscany, Italy $825.00
A majestic wine that consistently rates as Italy’s finest. A wine of extraordinary class and personality. It remains very
primary in its dark fruit, licorice, cassis and toasted oak. It offers notable concentration and well-integrated tannins,
all of which convey an impression of awesome harmony, finesse and balance.

Cheval Blanc 2003, St Emilion, Bordeaux, France $1300.00
The ‘White Horse’ is a proprietary blend of Cabernet Franc, Merlot, Malbec and Cabernet Sauvignon. The 2003 Cheval
Blanc, a tiny production of 5,000 cases, was bottled early to protect its delicate style. It is a light to medium-bodied,
wine, seductive, offering notes of cherries, herbs, smoke, and new oak.

Syrah, Pinot Noir, Blends and other
Interesting Reds

Numanthia 2005, Toro, Spain $275.00
100% Tempranillo sourced from an 11 acre plot, 2600 feet above sea level, planted with 100+-year-old ungrafted
vines in the exciting Toro region. Opaque purple, the wine offers up plenty of toast, scorched earth, truffle, mineral,
and assorted black fruits.

Faiveley ‘Clos Des Corton” Grand Cru 2000, Nuits St Georges, Cote D'Or, Burgundy $450.00
Tremendous Corton, confident, spicy and bold, full of black pepper and power and a really hearty, positive energy.
An epic wine which surely will inspire any Pinotphile.

Penfolds Grange 2001, Barossa Valley, South Australia $900.00
From humble beginnings in the 1950s, Grange has maintained its place as Australia’s most prestigious red wine
over four decades. The 2001 Grange is one of the few vintages of this cuvee to be composed of 100% Shiraz.
Vibrant, youthful and lifted, a mix of tightly packed liquorice, freshly tanned leather and dark spices create a poised,
controlled and distinctive wine.

Henschke “Hill of Grace’ Shiraz 1992, Eden Valley, South Australia $1100.00
In a country full of spectacular single vineyard shiraz wines, Steven Henschke’s signature wine from this individual
Eden Valley vineyard has consistently been the best and most important. The 1992 proved to be an excellent vintage
that is now really confirming why this is such a legendary wine.

Chardonnay

Cullen 2005, Margaret River, Western Australia $180.00
Complexity and texture are the hallmarks of one of Australia’s greatest Chardonnays. Made from biodynamically
managed fruit, this wine is naturally lean with a wonderful mineral backbone with beautifully integrated French oak.

Aldo Conterno ‘Bussiador’ 2005, Piedmont, Italy $200.00
This is 100% Chardonnay, aged in oak. Dominant oak on the nose, which demonstrates a gaudy butterscotch and
honey edge to the toasty, lime and lemon curd fruit. A fat, creamy style on the palate. Big and buxom.

William Fevre Chablis ‘Bougros’ Grand Cru 2001, Burgundy, France $400.00
This is from the steepest portion of the Bougros vineyard of pure chalk soil giving a wine of pronounced minerality,
with green apples, toast and manuka honey characters. Unusually for Chablis, the wine spends time in barrel,
however always playing a seamless and discreet role.

Interesting Whites

Marc Bredif Vouvray 1986, Loire Valley, France $190.00
From the home of Chenin Blanc, this wine demonstrates aromas of apple, pear, quince and a whiff of honey.

The upfront sweetness seemingly gives way to a core of mineral acidity while fermentation on lees and barrel
maturation add further texture and complexity to the wine. Beautifully balanced.

De Puta Madre Verdejo 2004, Rueda, Spain $290.00
Spanish slang that translates to the ‘mother of whores” but is most similar to the ‘bees knees” in English. This
unique aromatic wine, has revived the style of wine that the Castillians produced in the Rueda region. An off

dry wine, made from late harvested, low yielding, forty year old Verdejo vines grown on hillsides at six hundred
metres altitude. Nutty citrus aromas leap out the glass with weight and intensity. Rich and weighty with enticing
mouthwatering acidity, powerfully concentrated fruit and a succulent off dry finish.
